It never did obey God’s laws, and
it never will. 11 The Spirit of God, who
raised Jesus from the dead, lives in
you!”

5. 2 Peter 1:3 "His divine power has
given us everything we need for life and
godliness through our knowledge of
Him who called us by His own glory and
goodness."

6. Genesis 4:7 Sin is crouching at the
door and its desire is for you, but you
must master it.
